Every time we invest in someone, we take a
chance. We never know if our investment will
pay off.

Sometimes we want to help because it seems like
the right thing to do. Sometimes we know it is
the right thing to do. When SukhbaatarOs
(pronounced Osook - botterQ) mother approached
me about helping her son go to University, | was
unsure. IOve known SukhbaatarOs family for the
last nine vyears. This family was always
characterized by a distinct quietness.  When |
met them, nine people were living in their family
ger.

Sukhbaatar is the 7" child of a family of eight
children. He looks a lot like his dad and barely
makes eye contact when he sees you. His family
moved to Ulaan Baatar from the countryside
about eleven years ago. They found nice grazing
land on the south side of the city between the

Tuul River and the Bogd Mountain range. Since
their move to UB, the area where they live has
been developed in a major way. Now there is a
huge resort just south of them and deluxe
apartments have been built in every other
direction.  Their yurt (ger) is one of the few

remaining on that side of town.

When | get to know families in the Ger district, |

often encourage them to try to send at least one
of their children to University. | believe that this

is one of the greatest physical tools that available
to fight poverty. | sincerely enjoy watching kids

from rough backgrounds flourish in school.
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Sukhbaatar has excelled in school his entire life.
He took college entrance exams and was
accepted to several schools. Sukhbaatar wanted
to study agriculture. Fortunately for him, the
agriculture school is within walking distance from
his ger. This year he finished his fourth year of
University. For the last four years he has earned
all AOs and one OBO.

An Agricultural University in Germany invited
three Mongolian Students to study for a MasterOs
Degree in Germany. There was stiff competition
as they tested all the students. Sukhbaatar
scored in the top three of all the graduates from
the University.

The Agricultural University offered him a

full scholarship, free tuition, room and
board to study for his MasterOs degree. The
school asked him to find his own plane ticket to
Germany and they would pay for everything else.
The plane ticket was a cinch thanks to generous
people who love God and His kids.

There is no way that this family with their small
herd could have ever afforded to send their boy
to University. Sukhbattar has exceeded all
expectations. He has seized this opportunity and
has changed the course of his entire family. 10m
very thankful for those that have given faithfully
over the years so that the blessing can be passed
on to others. IOm also thankful that God often
leads individuals to me that are really longing to
excel. Individuals like Sukhbaatar.

From June 239-June 28", |
spent prayer filled days with 8
wonderful women. We went
for the purpose of seeking God
and we refused to let speaking
to one another be a distraction.
Sister Paula encouraged us:
Eat, Sleep, and Pray. It was a blessed time.
But for much of that time, questions seemed to
race in my mindE..

Who am | and what am | doing here? What
does the future hold for me? Am | making a
difference? What is God doing in this place?
What is my place in all that God is doing here?

There are still a million questions that | have
after living here for 10 years. |Is the Bible a
book telling us what to do, or is it also a
description of who we are?

A few answers came during those day. | am
not what | do. | am not what others say | am.

I am not what | write in a newsletter. | am not
what | have. My core identity lies in my
spiritual identity my, intimacy with God, and my
ability to accept who God says that | am.

Am | a lover of God? Or am | a doer for God?
The first seems to honor God more and esteem
Him for who he is.

After the retreat, | was able to listen to the
reflections of friends who spent the time on
retreat with me. One repeatedly referred to
how difficult it was to be together and not talk.
Doing nothing before God forced us in some
ways to stand before God with open hands,
feeling naked and vulnerable, proclaiming to
ourselves that we can do nothing without God.
